Statement 
Hay Shire Council understands that Australian citizenship ceremonies are an important step in fulfilling the 
legal requirements prescribed by the Citizenship Act and Australia Citizenship Regulation.

• Beach wear ie swimwear, singlet, tank 
tops. 

• Rubber thongs 

• Barefeet 
• Any clothing with offensive wording 
• Sports training apparel
